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2. Update and Discussion on Urban Heat Island Study: Tim Conner (staff liaison) and David 

Hondula (ASU’s Rob and Melani Walton Sustainability Solutions Services) presented the progress 
of the study of the growth areas within Scottsdale intended to mitigate the urban heat generation 
through tree canopy assessments and spatial configuration planning.  Discussion centered on 
“surface temperature” graphics, City-owned properties and the cooling effect of the Indian Bend 
Wash Greenbelt.

CM Johnson made a motion to accept and approve the draft 2020 SEAC Annual 
Report; CM Schlosser provided a Second for the motion, which carried 6-0, with 
Chair Chrisman Lazarr, Vice Chair Coletta, and CMs Bosse, Cuculic, Johnson and 
Schlosser voting for APPROVAL. 

 
7. Discussion and possible Commission action regarding approach for introducing the new 

Mayor and City Council to the commission:  
Commissioners discussed the value of including the approved 2020 SEAC Annual Report as an 
informational supplement for the letter to the Mayor & Council.  CM Johnson made a motion to 
accept the draft letter (prepared by staff) inviting the Mayor and City Council Members to 
attend upcoming SEAC meetings with the following modifications - changing the March 
meeting date to the 24th and offering to “agendize” their visit so that they have an 
opportunity to address the commission; CM Bosse provided a Second for the motion, 
which carried 6-0, with Chair Chrisman Lazarr, Vice Chair Coletta, and CMs Bosse, 
Cuculic, Johnson and Schlosser voting for APPROVAL. 

 
8. Discussion and possible Commission action regarding the revised Environmental Advisory 

Commission Bylaws.  
CM Bosse made a motion to accept the revised SEAC Bylaws; CM Cuculic provided a 
Second for the motion, which carried 6-0, with Chair Chrisman Lazarr, Vice Chair Coletta, 
and CMs Bosse, Cuculic, Johnson and Schlosser voting for APPROVAL.
