Kroy Ekblaw, Executive Assistant Strategic Projects, with the assistance of other city staff, will 
provide updated information on the McDowell Sonoran Preserve unfunded needs including without 
limitation revised cost projections for unfunded needs in the Preserve and the cost benefits from the 
city’s relationship with the McDowell Sonoran Conservancy. The presentation will provide an 
opportunity for the members of the Task Force to ask questions about the unfunded perpetual 
protection and care priorities for the Preserve needs.

Thomas Shannon, Fire Chief, with the assistance of other city staff, will provide a follow up of the 
funding needed for rescue services, fire prevention activities and fuels mitigation efforts, and 
Wildfire Urban Interface programming and response in citywide open spaces and in and near the 
McDowell Sonoran Preserve. The presentation will provide an opportunity for the members of the 
Task Force to ask questions about the funding needed for fire prevention and mitigation priorities 
and other questions on the rescue services in the Preserve.
