Citizens Committee to Continue 0.2% Sales Tax

Request: Presentation, discussion, and possible direction to staff regarding the formation
of a citizens committee to continue the 0.2% sales tax.

City Treasurer Sonia Andrews gave the PowerPoint presentation (attached) on the possible
formation of a citizens committee to continue the 0.2% sales tax.

Regarding the structure of the citizen group, there was Council consensus as follows:

It will be an Advisory Task Force.

It will be formed by Council resolution.

There will be a formal application process following the method used with other boards and
commissions.

It will be comprised of Scottsdale residents.

There will be 9 members representing different geographical areas (North, Central and
South) of the City using the geographical map created for the council districting process
discussion.

The members will be appointed by the City Council.
The Task Force will follow the Open Meeting Law.
The Task Force will directly advise the Council.

[

Councilmembers made the following suggestions regarding the structure of the citizen group:

It should be a citizen work group where members are selected by staff, could include non-

resident stakeholders and board and commission members.

Include staff members who:

1) bhave knowledge of the Preserve, including the history and anticipated ongoing
maintenance needs and costs;

2) provide legal advice; and

3) provide financial analysis and costing information.

Selection of task force members will be based on qualifications as listed in the application,

including experience with parks and recreation, tourism, and the McDowell Sonoran

Preserve and Conservancy.
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Regarding the objectives of the Advisory Task Force, there was Council consensus to:

e Identify needs related to ongoing preservation, perpetual maintenance, protection,
conservation, sustainability and education for the McDowell Sonoran Preserve, greenbeits,
and other open space.

¢ Delete the bullet point “Other city needs”.

e Engage in surveys, public education, and outreach.

Councilmembers made the following suggestions related to the objectives of the Task Force:

¢ Include future public safety costs, [fire and police costs] and other costs that may be
associated with protection of the Preserve, parks and recreation, and open spaces [invasive
species] or determine if these needs would fall under the preservation, maintenance, and
protection objectives that the Council reached consensus on.

e Objectives need to be related to parks and preserves goals.

e Have the Task Force consider using the remaining bond funds towards the operation and
maintenance of the Preserve. This would require voter approval to switch the use of the
bond funds from acquisition to preservation.

e Use the remaining bond funds to acquire key parcels for the Preserve.

e Have City staff and the Task Force determine the yearly operations and maintenance costs
for the Preserve.

Based on Council feedback, City staff will look at the timeline to determine if the Task Force
application and appointment process can be moved up from the proposed October through
December 2022 timeframe, noting that a resolution needs to be passed by the Council that forms
the Task Force before the application process commences.

Councilmembers and staff discussed the mission of the Task Force which would include, but not
be limited to, consideration of the replacement of the existing 0.2% tax, exploration of financial
matters including the use of the existing tax, and recommendations on what the Council should ask
voters to authorize.

MOTION AND VOTE - ADJOURNMENT

Councilwoman Janik made a motion to adjourn the Work Study. Councilwoman Littlefield
seconded the motion, which carried 7/0, with Mayor Ortega; Vice Mayor Caputi; and
Councilmembers Durham, Janik, Littlefield, Milhaven, and Whitehead voting in the affirmative.

* The subject 10-feet public street right-of-way was dedicated in
1992.

* That dedication added 15-feet to the previously dedicated 30-
feet, for the current width of 45-feet of right-of-way dedicated
on the west half of N. 68th Street.

* The total width of right-of-way at this section is 85-feet as
currently dedicated.

* The half-street right-of-way dedication widths along N. 68th
Street vary from 30-feet to 40-feet along this segment of N. 68th
Street.
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Comments Received

* Resulting from the notification and outreach for this application,
staff have received numerous emails and calls expressing a
desire for a sidewalk along N. 68th Street connecting from E.
Camelback Road (to the north) to the canal improvements and
E. Indian School Road (to the south).

* A separate Citizen Petition was submitted to the City Council
pertaining to the sidewalk request on 3/29/22.

* City Council voted to agenize that petition for further discussion.

* Design, funding approval, and construction of a 68t Street
sidewalk improvement project could take 1-2 years.
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Analysis

* City staff is separately evaluating the ability to bring forward a
sidewalk improvement project for this area.

* With the review of this application, the remaining right-of-way
width of 75-feet is anticipated to be sufficient to contain future
sidewalk improvements.

* As part of this application review, the owner has performed
maintenance on the existing vegetation to demonstrate to staff
that clear visibility can be provided at the intersection corner.

* Should additional vegetation need to be removed from the
right-of-way, to do future maintenance work or improvements,
the City retains the right to remove such encroachments.
