e Urgent need in the community

Eligible programs would include public services, housing rehabilitation, acquisition of real
property, public facility improvements, economic development, planning and administration. The
City of Scottsdale is proposing the following activities with the CDBG funds:

Public services

Mental health

Adolescent health services with youth family services

Non-profit funding award allocations

Public facilities improvements including Eldorado Park Playground replacement
Housing rehabilitation through the emergency repair, roof repair, and green
housing rehabilitation programs

¢ Planning and administration

e A heat mitigation study through the Office of Environmental Initiatives
