COMMISSIONER MILLER SECONDED THE MOTION, WHICH CARRIED 7-0 WITH CHAIR
ANDERSON, VICE CHAIR LALL AND COMMISSIONERS CARDELLA, KAUFTHEIL, MARMON,
MILLER AND WILCOXON VOTING IN THE AFFIRMATIVE WITH NO DISSENTING VOTES.

Chair Anderson introduced new Commissioner, Robert Marmon, who provided a brief review of
his background.

3. ELECTION OF TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR

ANN MILLER TO VICE CHAIR. 2023 AS PRESENTED. COMMISSIONER CARDELLA
SECONDED THE MOTION, WHICH CARRIED 7-0 WITH CHAIR ANDERSON, VICE CHAIR
LALL AND COMMISSIONERS CARDELLA, KAUFTHEIL, MARMON, MILLER AND WILCOXON
VOTING IN THE AFFIRMATIVE WITH NO DISSENTING VOTES.

4, DECEMBER 2023 TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION MEETING

VICE CHAIR LALL MOVED TO CANCEL THE DECEMBER MEETING. COMMISSIONER
WILCOXON SECONDED THE MOTION, WHICH CARRIED 7-0 WITH CHAIR ANDERSON,
VICE CHAIR LALL AND COMMISSIONERS CARDELLA, KAUFTHEIL, MARMON, MILLER AND
WILCOXON VOTING IN THE AFFIRMATIVE WITH NO DISSENTING VOTES.

5. TROLLEY MOVE UPDATE

Brendan Wagner, Senior Transit Planner, provided an overview of the operations relocation to
the North Corp Yard, located at the southwest corner of Via Linda and 91st Street, which began
in 2020. The City owns 10 diesel-powered trolleys, which were previously fueled at the South
Corp Yard (SCY) as well as 11 Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) trolleys, fueled at the North Corp
Yard (NCY) Distance, travel time and fueling schedule created a number of challenges. The
relocation will result in significant savings in route mileage and fueling mileage and better access
to heavy duty mechanics and tooling. In addition, conditions such as parking, lighting and
available technology at the south yard were significantly reduced compared to the north yard.
Update and upgrades to the north yard were discussed and photographs reviewed.
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Future considerations include:

Lighting survey in Trolley parking area at NCY

Install sunshade in Trolley washing space

Renovate former Senior Planner office on 2nd Floor, (NCY) creating Transit Operations
Center

(TOC)

e Move Clever CAD Console from SCY to NCY TOC

Commissioner inquired as to the current condition of the South Yard and future plans for the area.
Mr. Wagner stated that he is unaware of current planning. Existing technology infrastructure will
remain in place. The fleet team, including police vehicles, are still maintained at the South Yard.
Space will be freed up at the location for streets and facilities.

In response to a question from Vice Chair, Mr. Wagner stated that the office space at the
northwest corner of the Building F was previously rented by Dunn. The north yard is City-owned
and the trolley operator will be renting the trolley operations offices, which formerly housed the
code enforcement office. Overall, the initial savings projection from the move is approximately
$100,000 in terms of route mileage. Some costs may be funded through available grants. Ratna
Korepella, Transit Manager, added that the move will mean that the contractor and the housing
team are housed in the same building, which improves coordination and oversight.

In response to a Commissioner question, Mr. Wagner confirmed that in the past, all trolleys were
housed in the SCY. Staff worked with the City of Phoenix, who assisted with realigning all of the
routes based upon starting and ending at the NCY. These adjustments were made in conjunction
with the October service changes.

Commissioner noted that the need for solid waste to also fuel their vehicles resulted in contractors
having to stay past their contracted time. As such, it would seem that the fuel queuing issues
would continue. Commissioner also inquired about the possibility of increasing fuel pumping
capacity, such as the addition of another pump. Mr. Wagner noted that solid waste has slow fill
stations at the parking lot area of the yard. At the end of the day, they are parked and slow filled
in these locations after 6:00 p.m. This provides adequate capacity for the trolleys to use fast fill
dispensers during the operating day.

In response to a Commissioner question, Mr. Wagner stated that the vehicle wash station
generally utilizes reclaimed water, however reclaimed water is not used for the trolleys, due to
sanitary concerns. The trolleys are handwashed and rinsed and the water utilized for this cleaning
is reclaimed for the standard vehicle wash.

6. OLD TOWN PROJECT UPDATE

Mark Melnychenko, Transportation & Streets Director, reviewed a list of recent transportation
improvements in the Old Town and Historic Old Town areas.

Completed projects and projects underway in Historic Old Town in 2022 and 2023 include:

» Historic Old Town streetlights
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» New traffic signal at 1st Avenue/Scottsdale Road
» 0Old Town wayfinding signage removal and refurbishment
» Old Town updated parking structure/lot signage

Infrastructure improvements Implemented in Historic Old Town in fall of 2022 and spring of 2023
include:

» Over 30 ramps upgraded to ADA standards

» 17 crosswalks improved with a new stamped asphalt with acrylic epoxy coating
» Scupper extensions fabricated and installed in the needed locations

» Microseal paving treatment applied to the surrounding area

Old Town has 11 distinct types of streetlights, posing numerous issues for maintenance, spare
parts, safety, aesthetics and efficiency concerns. A number of lighting units are being removed.
Including 93 lantern streetlights, which have passed their useful life and are being replaced with
steel LED lights. The objective is to begin to create consistency and allow for flexibility of use.
Coordination occurred with Historic Old Town stakeholders. The lighting contractor is currently
completing the initial section of Scottsdale Road from Second Street to Indian School Road on
both sides of the street. Work to continue in 2024 includes areas bounded by Scottsdale Road,
Indian School Road, Second Street and Brown Avenue.

Additional improvements were reviewed:

» Traffic signal and pedestrian improvements at Scottsdale Road and 1st Avenue

» Future signals include Scottsdale Road and Dove Valley Road and 64th Street and
Osborn

» Old Town aged wayfinding signage removal, refurbishment and replacement of some

» Parking signage replacement

In response to a Commissioner question regarding the existence of 11 lighting types,
Mr. Melnychenko stated that the goal is to achieve some consistency and to reduce the types to
five or six.

Commissioner inquired about the durability of stamped asphalt. Mr. Melnychenko stated that the
City is moving away from all use of pavers in the right of way, due to upheaval issues. Achieving
a similar look involves stamped asphalt with epoxy coating.

Commissioner noted a lack of bike parking in the Historic area. Mr. Melnychenko stated that

specific recommendations are included in the Old Town Bike Plan as part of future improvements.
This includes securing areas for more bike parking.

7. NEIGHBORHOOD BIKEWAY PRIORITIZATION RESULTS

Nathan Domme, Transportation Planning Manager, began by providing a brief overview of
neighborhood bikeway characteristics and details:

» Transportation Action Plan (TAP): “To be used by a wide range of bicyclist abilities.”
» Typical roadway characteristics:
o Low traffic volumes
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e Low speeds (residential)
Connections that can only be made by bike or pedestrian
e Connections to parks, schools, libraries, community centers, religious centers, and
medical facilities
» Typical design features:
e Shared lane markings (Sharrows)
Bike lanes
Signage
Traffic Calming
Enhanced crossings at major streets

Neighborhood Bikeway Locations and Key Goals in Prioritization:

» 16 different Neighborhood Bikeways (three possible extensions)
» Prioritized based on 5 key goals:
e Engineering Considerations
Safety
Connectivity
Equity
Demand

The City has several funding sources available for implementation. This includes a Y account for
bikeways. Other funding sources exist for buffered bike lane installation with available funding of
approximately $2 million. Based on the rankings, the Second Street and Cholla routes will be
implemented first via design and implementation in year 2025. 2026 will include implementation
of the Glenrosa and 84th Street projects and so on.
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In response to a Commissioner question regarding trails along canals, Mr. Domme stated that
those trail projects have their own separate category and funding.

In response to a Commissioner question, Mr. Domme acknowledged that some bikeway plans
can be derailed, however, the proposed projects are minimally invasive and do not involve
removal of car travel lanes. They include incorporation of bike facilities along low volume, low
speed roads. Maijor crossings include bike signalization.

In response to a Commissioner question, Mr. Domme stated that bike lanes may be inserted on
roadway, only where it does not involve reduction of a travel lane to less than the 11 foot standard.

Commissioner noted that one of the criteria for bike lanes is road speed limits and inquired as to
whether there might be consideration for lowering the speed limit. Mr. Domme said this could be
evaluated, however, numerous factors are involved in speed limit determinations.

In response to a Commissioner question, Mr. Domme confirmed that the City partners with
neighboring cities to provide connectivity where possible.

Chair asked whether it is anticipated that a reprioritization will be conducted in the coming years

to determine whether conditions have changed. Mr. Domme stated that this is not planned at this
time, however staff is open to this potential.

Purpose: Overview of the newly-created Traffic Safety Communications Campaign for

commission review and feedback.

Background:

This evening’s presentation is an overview of the city’s Traffic Safety Communications
Campaign. The community-driven plan was drafted in the Summer of 2023 and is a
collaboration with the Scottsdale Police Department’s Public Engagement Section. The plan is
comprised of traffic education, speed enforcement and related eye-opening messages to
increase driver awareness and reduce speeding. The plan’s messaging is geared towards two
distinct audiences: (1) localized messaging to neighborhood associations / homeowner’s
associations and (2) city-wide messaging to residents and visitors.

The Transportation & Streets department’s collaboration with Scottsdale PD includes joint
message and campaign-theme development that is featured in the police department’s safety
video series. Public Information staff from each department work together to develop scripts
featuring traffic safety / education and law / speed enforcement. Short, 60-second videos
feature members of the Transportation & Streets staff and Scottsdale Police Officers
highlighting monthly topics, including:

On-street bike lane safety

Speed Feedback signs

Multiuse Path Safety

Work Zone Safety

Halloween Safety (Distracted driving)
Christmas Safe Driving

Additional messages and content, created to help reinforce the campaign’s current topic, are
posted on the city’s social media accounts. City graphic designers have created infographics to
accompany social media posts, future campaign themes, and planned articles in city
newsletters. One-on-one meetings were held with department managers to solicit input on the
traffic safety campaign; these meetings led to the incorporation of more serious and eye-
opening messages centered around the dangers of speeding. Transportation Engineers at the
Maricopa Association of Governments have approached the city to learn more about the Traffic
Safety Communications campaign and possible cross-collaboration opportunities with their See
Me AZ campaign.
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Next Steps:

Transportation & Streets staff is working to increase the impact and visibility of the campaign.
This year articles will be published in the Scottsdale Update e-newsletter to promote and
reinforce campaign themes. Another idea is to display the Slow Down Scottsdale or We Love
our Neighbors branding on residential trash and recycling cans. Staff is considering developing
a cut-and-paste education campaign for HOA and neighborhood associations for e-blasts and e-
newsletters. Staff is planning meetings with HOA property managers and neighborhood
association representatives to solicit feedback on this idea. The department currently has 5
communications plans and is looking for opportunities to cross-promote messaging, including
incorporating safety messages from the Transportation Action Plan, the Bicycle Safety Plan and
the upcoming Strategic Transportation Safety Plan.

ITEM IN BRIEF

Action: Information and Discussion

Purpose: Provide an update on the results from the Bicycle Friendly Community Resident Feedback
Questionnaire collected in summer 2023.

Background:

The League of American Bicyclists (LAB) offers the Bicycle Friendly Community Program (BFC)
with incentives, hands-on assistance and award recognition for communities that actively support
bicycling. These communities welcome cyclists by providing safe accommodations for cycling and
encouraging people to bike. Increasing the safety and comfort of bicycling improves public health,
the environment, quality of life, and economic development.

The BFC application provides a comprehensive picture of a community by asking detailed questions
across five categories often referred to as the Five “Es”: Engineering, Education, Encouragement,
Equity (formerly Enforcement), and Evaluation & Planning. To be considered for an award, a
community must demonstrate achievements in each of the five categories through the application
process. Application review includes evaluation from LAB staff and feedback from local cyclists and
advocates. Then one of the following awards is issued (from highest to lowest level): Diamond,
Platinum, Gold, Silver, Bronze, or Honorable Mention. The designated award is held by each entity for
four years, after which the application process is repeated. This ensures continual improvements and
achievements for biking.

The City of Scottsdale entered the BFC program at the Silver level in 2005 and was notably the first
community without a university or college to reach that level. Scottsdale was awarded Silver again in
2007. In 2011, Scottsdale was awarded Gold, which was a goal of the 2008 Transportation Master
Plan. In 2015, and 2019 Scottsdale was again awarded Gold and received a Report Card with Key
Steps to Platinum.

The Bikeway Element of the TAP includes a goal as well as several policies and performance
measures related to the Bicycle Friendly Community program:

Bikeway Element Goal (B-06)
Achieve a Platinum-level Bicycle Friendly Community certification from the League of American
Bicyclists (LAB).

Bikeway Element Policy B-02, B-03, B-04, B-06, B-07
Bikeway Element Performance Measure B-04, B-05, B-06, B-08

Public Input and Resident Feedback Questionnaire:

Input from the public is an important part of the application. In 2010 and 2011 the city met with a small
group of bicyclists to brainstorm ways to achieve a Gold designation. In 2015 and 2019 the city held a
set of public meetings to gather input for the BFC application. Additionally, the city conducted its first
Bicycle Friendly Community Resident Feedback Questionnaire during the 2019 application preparation.
There were approximately 120 responses.

The 2023 Bicycle Friendly Community Resident Feedback Questionnaire is an updated version of the
2019 resident feedback questionnaire. The resident feedback questionnaire was used to solicit public
feedback on active bicycling in Scottsdale that was used as part of the city’s 2023 BFC application. The

questions were developed and approved by city staff, based upon the application. The League of
American Bicyclists conducts its own questionnaire as part of the evaluation of the city’s application.
This is done after the city submits the application, and the questions are not subject to city review or
approval. City staff found it beneficial to conduct the local resident feedback questionnaire during the
application preparation.

The new resident feedback questionnaire was conducted from July 29, 2023 to August 25, 2023, ahead
of the August 30 application deadline. There were over 1,500 responses, which was a great increase
from 120 responses in 2019.The initial Bicycle Friendly Community Resident Feedback Questionnaire
was sent out to the 6,000 residents who have opted-in to the Polco platform. A wider public outreach
effort to promote the Resident Feedback Questionnaire was also conducted (news release, social
media, e-newsletters, and the bi-weekly City Council Update). The goal was to collect feedback from
anyone in the community who feels passionate to provide feedback.

There were twenty-five questions, including the follow-up questions to certain responses. For the
presentation, the results are broken down into four parts:

* Respondents’ location, frequency of biking, and barriers to bikes.

» Current riders’ feelings about current conditions

* Allrespondents’ ideas about improving the network

+ Bike events in the city that respondents would like in Scottsdale

Follow up questions asked for any respondents who bicycle 5-10 times per month or more:
What type of bike do people ride?

What infrastructure do bike riders use?

What infrastructure do bike riders prefer?

What infrastructure would bike riders like to see added?

Resident Feedback Questionnaire Conclusions:

The Indian Bend Wash Multi-Use Path is a key asset in the city’s bike network. It is well used and
received by the respondents of the Resident Feedback Questionnaire. Notably, respondents use the on-
street network to get to the multi-use path system, so an interconnected on-street and off-street network
is essential.

Cars and bikes conflict with each other. Respondents believe more should be done to improve this
including education efforts, wider bike lanes with consideration for protection features, and better off-
street networks.

Recreational use is predominant in Scottsdale, but it is more than the advanced riders who are confident
in any situation. People of all skill levels are out riding in the city, so the needs of all should be considered
in planning the network.

Next Steps:
Transportation staff will continue evaluating the responses and developing questions for future
Resident Feedback Questionnaires.

The Bicycle Friendly Community designation will be announced in January 2024 along with the city’s

report card and results from the League’s own questionnaire. Staff will use these tools in evaluating
the program and planning efforts.

Thank you for listening on Tuesday to my praise for our Transportation Staff regarding the bulking of our road system, as
well as my critique of those who are lying about our safety reductions to create election wedge issues.

Yesterday, the misinformation group proclaimed a conspiracy in an upcoming pedestrian safety study in my old
neighborhood. I've biked this road hundreds of times. Itis a 2 mile stretch lined in by residences and one of our busiest
city parks. This corridor is adjacent to Desert Canyon and Cheyenne schools. It is almost entirely void of bus service to
the schools, as its too close to Desert Canyon and Cheyenne for the District to supply bussing. Every day children use this
corridor to get to school, and you can see diverse pedestrian activity at all times of day and night.

The corridor has a 35mph speed limit, but as it bisects Frank Lloyd Wright and Thompson Peak cars travel much faster.
Personally, | am comfortable with the existing bike lanes, but | am an expert cyclist with decades of experience. | support
our Staff's process of multiple community meetings over a 6 month period, and trust they are acting in good faith with
their purported mission of public safety.

In Graph 1 the Cumulative Lane
Change Since 2006 line adds
lane additions and subtracts
lane reductions. It totals all
years to show the overall
change to the network over the
last 20+ years.

From 2006 to 2023, the City of
Scottsdale has added 38.92
miles and has removed 11.1
miles. This creates a net
increase of 27.82 lane miles.
Within the next few years,
several projects are expanding
the lane miles resulting in a net
increase of lane miles to 62.36.
