Water Use Reduction

Reduction in turf lawn and replacement with
low-water use, drip irrigated plant materials,
will result in a net savings of almost 4
million gallons per year in water savings.
Furthermore, the elimination of the west entry
water feature, the east bowl water feature
and the reduction in the lagoon footprint
will save and additional 1,875,000 gallons
per year in water use. It all adds up to 5.875
million gallons of water savings per year,
the equivalent of approximate use 125
homes in one year.
