Councilman
Robbins seconded the motion, which carried 5/2, with Mayor Lane and Councilman Littlefield
dissenting.
— Councilman Littlefield proposed an amendment to add that if the trolley program does not
work after one more year the City would cancel the service. Motion died for lack of a second.
