Mayor’s Report — Mayor Ortega asked for a moment of silent reflection for the people of Ukraine as
they fight for their freedom and peace as a nation. Mayor Ortega read a proclamation declaring
November 14, 2022 as “Singing Cowboy Gary Sprague Day”. He presented Singing Cowboy Gary
Sprague’s horse, Dusty, with a key to the City stable. Tourism and Events Director Karen Churchard
presented Mr. Sprague with a City street sign to honor his retirement. Mayor Ortega announced that
the City launched Scottsdale Salutes Program in commemoration of Veterans Day. He noted that
banners celebrating the lives of veterans will be hung in downtown until November 215!, at which
time, they will be pulled down and presented to the veterans’ families.

City Manager’s Report — City Manager Jim Thompson introduced a “Fast Five” video produced by the
City Communication’s Office which provided updates on several City events and offerings.
