— There was consensus by the City Council to direct staff to gather additional data related to
water usage savings, proposed programs (including voluntary versus mandatory), and costs
associated with:

Watering time restrictions

Front lawn restrictions on new homes

New swimming pool size restrictions for single-family homes

New single-family residence fountain prohibitions

Strip and non-functional turf prohibition

Automatic WaterSmart enrollment with new accounts

Limitations on sewer charge adjustments

Reduce threshold for Principle 4: Water and Land Use Management related to
Scottsdale’s Sustainable Water Management Principles.

Once the data is gathered, staff should present their findings at a future Council Meeting.

— Councilmembers made the following suggestions:

e Compare conservation requirements between the Southern Nevada Water Authority
and the Arizona Department of Water Resources and provide this information to the
City Council.

e Review developments using over 100,000 gallons of water per day and those using
50,000 gallons of water per day and provide this information (without identifying
individual users) to the City Council.

e Consider what incentives could be utilized to encourage water conservation efforts
among existing homeowners.

o Staff should present their findings before the Council Summer break.
