About Scottsdale

The voters elect a mayor and six councilmembers to govern Scottsdale.
The City Council appoints six officers to advise them on policy issues and
run daily operations. 2,711 city employees and 5,509 volunteers serve
the 238,000 citizens of Scottsdale.

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How do we compare with our neighbors?

Scottsdale is part of the Phoenix metropolitan area, and taxes and rates vary across the eight largest cities. Scottsdale’s
rates are lower than all but two or three of the largest cities. Scottsdale’s rates are also at or below last year’s levels.

Scottsdale is required by law to adopt a budget each year, and cannot spend more than that total amount. This includes
all city funds for the fiscal year ending June 30. These numbers are as adopted by the City Council on June 2017. The city’s
financial statements are audited annually by an independent auditor. The most recent audit for 2016 received a clean opinion.
