Design and Architectural Guidelines and the Downtown Character Area Plan.

Exterior modifications made to the west building elevations including the installation of steel panels,
located near the northeast corner of Winfield Scott Plaza and 3rd Avenue.
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Boss Pizza Bar
An exterior remodel to an existing commercial building with an outdoor dining area and indoor/outdoor bar,
located on the southwest corner of 2nd Street at Bishop Lane.
