Section 116.1.2 Winter Hours

The remaining portion of the year not designated as summer hours shall be winter hours. No work
shall commence prior to 7:00 a.m. nor continue after 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday. Work on
Saturday and Sunday shall be restricted to 8:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m.. Sunday work shall only be
conducted when the applicant demonstrates in writing justifiable cause for this work.
