ADVISORY COMMISSION NUMBER 1, APPROVAL OF THE REQUEST FOR THE NEGP 
FUNDING FOR PERIMETER WALL PAINTING FOR THE BENT TREE NEIGHBORHOOD 
102ND TO 140TH ST, SHEA FRONTAGE AND WITHIN THE CITY RIGHT OF WAY IN THE 
AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $14,000 SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING STIPULATIONS

RESIDENCE SIDE OF THE MASONRY WALL AND STUCCO THE WALL WITH 
CONSISTENT FINISH, SUBJECT TO SATISFACTION OF CITY STAFF. VICE CHAIR 
BUDWIG SECONDED THE MOTION, WHICH CARRIED FIVE (5) TO ZERO (0) WITH 
CHAIR JAMES, VICE CHAIR BUDWIG, COMMISSIONERS HEWITT, LAMB, AND
