e Add the following at the end of the first sentence in section 210: “. .. and consider and
address the implementation of a multi-staged plan.”

e Add the following sentence at the end of the second sentence of the third paragraph in
section 308 of the scope of work: “The DDCS is committed to working towards a goal of
raising 10% of the capital cost of the DDC and to developing a plan to adequately cover
annual operating costs.”

Councilmember Korte seconded the
motion, which carried 7/0.
