AIRPORT DISCLOSURE FOR DEVELOPMENT AROUND SCOTTSDALE AIRPORT

For inclusion into CC&R'’s or for disclosure notice:

Proximity to Airport. Each Owner, by accepting a deed to a Lot or Parcel, or by
otherwise acquiring title to a Lot or Parcel, acknowledges (for such Owner and other
Occupants, successors and assigns) that: (a) the Project is in close proximity to the
Scottsdale Airport (the “Airport”), which is currently located generally between Frank
Lloyd Wright Boulevard on the north, Pima Road on the east, Thunderbird Road on the
south and Scottsdale Road on the west; (b) as of the date hereof, the airport is operated
as a general aviation reliever/commercial service airport for Scottsdale and North
Phoenix, used generally for single engine and twin engine airplanes, corporate jets,
helicopters and scheduled service turbo prop and jet aircraft; (c) aircraft taking off from
and landing at the Airport may fly over the Project and adjacent properties at altitudes
which will vary with meteorological conditions, aircraft type, aircraft performance and
pilot proficiency; (d) at the date hereof, the majority of aircraft takeoffs and landings
occur daily between 6:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m., but the Airport is open twenty-four (24)
hours each day, so takeoffs and landings may occur at any hour of the day or night; (e)
at the date hereof, the number of takeoffs and landings at the Airport average
approximately 850 each day, but that number will vary and may increase with time if the
number of its operations increases; (f) flights over the Project or adjacent properties by
aircraft taking off from or landing at the Airport may generate noise, the volume, pitch,
amount and frequency of occurrence of which will vary depending on a number of
factors, including without limitation the altitudes at which the aircraft fly, wind direction
and other meteorological conditions and aircraft number and type, and may be affected
by future changes in Airport activity; (g) as of the date hereof, management of the Airport
has policies in place intended to help reduce or minimize aircraft noise and its influence
on owners and occupants of properties in the vicinity of the Airport, but those policies
may change over time and in addition other aspects of such policies (including, without
limitation, those intended to promote safety) may be given preference over policies
relating to limiting noise; and (h) such Owner (for such Owner and other Occupants,
successors and assigns) hereby accepts and assumes any and all risks, burdens and
inconvenience caused by or associated with the Airport and its operations (including,
without limitation, noise caused by or associated with aircraft flying over the Project and
adjacent properties), and agrees not to assert or make and claim against the City of
Scottsdale, its officers, directors, commissioners, representatives, agents, servants and
employees, the Declarant, and Declarant Affiliate, or the Association, or any director,
officer, employee, agent, representative or contractor of any of them, related thereto.

Aircraft Staging Area “Hold-Short” Line Clarification

Aircraft hangar developments must depict a staging area and a "hold-
short" line separating the beginning of the aircraft staging area from the
Taxilane Safety Area. The Taxilane Safety Area extends outward 50'
from the taxilane centerline. The "hold-short" line must be painted 1)
outside of the Taxilane Safety Area, 2) on the proposed development
property at least 50" from the taxilane centerline, 3) and in accordance
with FAA Advisory Circular 5340-1J (as it is currently amended)
Standards for Airport Markings:

INTERMEDIATE HOLDING POSITION MARKINGS FOR
TAXIWAY/TAXIWAY INTERSECTIONS

Color. Holding position markings on taxiways are yellow, and will be
outlined in black on light colored pavements.

Characteristics. The holding position markings for taxiway/taxiway
intersections consist of a 1 foot (0.3 m) wide yellow line with 3 foot (0.9
m) long dashes and spaces. The taxiway centerline is 6 — 12 inches (15
cm — 30 cm) on either side of the intermediate holding position marking,
as shown below:

Any Landing or Takeoff Area such as Airport, Heliport, Helistop, Vertiport, Gliderport, Seaplane Base,
Ultralight Flightpark, or Balloonport

Federal Aviation Regulations Part 157 requites all persons to notify the FAA at least 90 days before any construction,
alteration, activation, deactivation, or change to the status or use of a civil or joint-use (civil/military) airport. Notice
is not required for the establishment of a temporary airport at which operations will be conducted under visual flight
rules (VFR) and will be used for less than 30 days with no more than 10 operations per day. Notice also is not
required for the intermittent use of a site that is not an established airport, which is used for less than one year and at
which flight operations will be conducted only under VFR. Intermittent use means the use of the site for no more
than 3 days in any one week and for no more than 10 operations per day.

Required notice shall be subrmitted on this form from each person who intends to do any of the following:

1 Construct or otherwise establish a new aitport or activate an airport.

2. Construct, realign, alter, or activate any runway, or other aircraft landing or takeoff area of an airport.

6. Change the status of an airpott from private use (use by the owner or use by the owner and other persons authorized
by the owner) to an airport open to the public or from public-use to another status.

7 Change status from IFR to VER or VFR to IFR.

8. Ustablish ot change any traffic pattein o1 tiaffic pattein altitude or direction

The notice required shall be made by submitting this form to the nearest Federal Aviation Administration Regional
Office or Airports District Office. However, in an emergency involving essential public setvice or when the delay
arising from the 90-day advance notice requirement would result in an unreasonable hardship, you may provide
notice to the appropriate FAA Airports District/Field Office by telephone in lieu of submitting this form. The FAA
may require the subsequent submission of this form when necessary for safety o1 other reasons.
