SKYSONG UTILITY WORK TO CLOSE A PORTION OF 74TH STREET Residents/property owners in the

McDowell/Scottsdale corridor have been notified of a 30-day street closure of 74th Street (from
McDowell to Belleview) that began on November 8 and will continue through December 8.
SkySong Update:

Installation of site utilities including water, sewer and storm drains is ongoing.

Street improvements, landscaping and other site amenities will follow and overall site improvements
will be completed by late spring-early summer 2007.

First building (approximately 157,000 sq.ft.) pad and site work have been completed

First building and structural steel construction plans have been approved by the city.

First building foundation is currently being poured.

Structural steel will be delivered by the end of November to begin installation early December.
Phase | building construction is on schedule with completion slated for August 2007.

DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION Revitalization efforts in the downtown are going strong. The following

are projects that are either under construction or in the city’s development review process:

Stetson Plaza/South Bank: A multiuse complex, built over 2 stories of underground public parking,
is taking shape with the buildings expected to be opened in the spring of 2007. The structure will
include office, condo, restaurant and retail space. The city is also finalizing the

fountain plaza details next to the Marshal Way Bridge access.

Rose Garden West/Central/East projects: West of the Stetson Plaza/South Bridge project, these
projects, which will fill in the canal banks to the opposite side of Goldwater Boulevard with
residential condominiums, are now in the development review process. Elevations and site plans are
available in the Planning Department at 7447 E. Indian School Rd, Ste 100. All three sections are
expected to be under construction by late summer 2007.

North side of the canal: The majority of the retail and restaurants are now open. Construction
continues on the residential condominiums for completion in spring 2007. The city and developer
have recently received approval of the contract to start the landscaping improvements from Marshall
Way to Scottsdale Road. Completion of landscape and hardscape in 2007 will give residents a park
and open space amenity in the middle of Downtown. For more information about any of these
projects, Kroy Ekblaw, executive assistant for strategic projects, (480) 312-7064,
kekblaw@ScottsdaleAZ.gov.
